
• Harvesting two crops from the 
same field in one season

• Winter Rye/Winter Triticale after 
corn silage or summer annual

• Must planter shorter season 
summer annual (ie. Shorter season 
corn or alternative like 
sudangrass)



36” on May 13Winter Rye planted after Corn 
Silage @ Deer Valley Farm

• 2012 was an exceptional 
corn year

• Planted rye early (mid-
September)

• Planted with no-till grain 
drill

• Higher rates
• Harvested at ‘boot stage’
• Planted shorter season corn 

after rye harvest
• Rye was mowed, then 

chopped as silage
