ABOUT THIS SCHOLARSHIP:

Margaret “Missy” Crosby (1901-1972) was a native of Minnesota, and educated at Bryn Mawr (A.B., 1922) and Yale (Ph.D., 1933). She enjoyed a rich and colorful life that was, in many ways, extraordinary for the times. An accomplished archeologist, she did extensive field work in Greece, most notably at the Athenian Agora site from 1933 to 1955, where she supervised and recorded much of the field excavation. Her individual specialties included the transcription and translation of ancient inscriptions, and the study of Greek systems of weights and measure. During World War II, her gift for linguistics led her to the Office of Strategic Services, where for several years she worked as a decoder and translator in Washington, Cairo, and Athens. 
Accompanied by her life-long companion, Ruth Washburn, Missy spent at least part of every summer enjoying her family’s property abutting Silver Lake in Barnard, VT, where she enjoyed her elaborate gardens and hiking the extensive network of footpaths. First acquired in the 1870s, the Crosby-Gilson acreage has enjoyed a rich tradition of preservation, and today over 300 acres reside in a conservation with the Vermont Land Trust; included is a significant and very rare tract of “ primary” Vermont forest that was never cleared in the 1800s. Missy had no children of her own, but greatly enjoyed the company of her 14 nieces and nephews. Of her numerous great-nephews, the Founding Donor (UVM, 1978) credits Missy with helping to find his chosen career path (through several preteen trips to the Museum of Science in Boston), and with instilling a life-long affection for rural Vermont and its attendant natural beauty. He feels very honored to be able bequeath this scholarship fund in Missy Crosby’s memory.
