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L:
Hello. This is Lily and this is Endrick's interview with Daniel.
D:
Yes, hello. My name is Daniel. First, how are you?
L:
 Where are you from? 
E:
I'm from Puerto Rico. Exactly from the city of San Juan. 
L:
How was it? 
E:
Basically, I have lived in San Juan, like almost all my life. Almost 18 years.
D:
What were your best experiences while living in Puerto Rico?
E:
 Ha! What can't I tell you! The best experiences, obviously I must say that my senior year was the best experience, because we did so many things and it was so brutal that we did so many things in one year alone and it was not almost a full year, because the senior year we started virtually, but we were able to return like in the second or third month. We went back to school. And it was so brutal, that we did so much in such a short year that one experience was everything. We were like at Field Day school, and all that. And what we did was that a friend, a friend of mine, invited us to his house, but it wasn't his class. He invited his class and my class, because in our school the groups are divided, into the smart group, which was the group as one says the intelligent group and the normal group, and it is like the group where the stupid people are. There are those who are not intelligent, but they are really intelligent, it is they do not have the best scores, that's why they divide it by the grades, and also, because if they put them together, the two groups, we were like 50 students and the classrooms are not so big to be able to put so many students. 
On the day of the party, my friend of mine invited the regular group and the smart group. And it was so brutal, what didn't we do that day! truth? It was brutal. 
Another brutal experience was when I went out with my friends. We were like a group, we were a group of friends, like seven. We went out, we were at the end of our High School year,  and we did so many things. First we went to a lake, for a friend's birthday and it was like "canoeing" on a lake. I was afraid because I don't know, I don't know how to swim, I know how to swim underwater, but above the water, the water was completely black. I did not see the water. D:

E:
 No, actually. People think I am an American, but I'm not American. People think I'm an African American, but I'm Latino. 
D. L:

E:
Well, the reason I chose the University of Vermont was because I've been here in the past before. I was in my Senior High School year; I was quite interested in scientific research. Basically I was invited here to Vermont, not at this university, but at a university, I think it was Saint Michael, they had like a research symposium, I was able to participate in and I liked the State, then during my senior year I applied and UVM offered me  more scholarship, you know? more money.
